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CORPORATION OF MUNICIPALITY OF MAPLE RIDGE.
BY-LAW NO. 223, 1913,
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A By-law regulating the use and occupation of and the conduct of per
sons 1n or upon streets, avenues, lanes, ways, bouleverds, drives, side-
walks, squares, triangles, school grounds, parks, puvllc pleces, wards
and other rights of way open to the use of the publlc and the space above
or beneath the surface of same, and providing for trLc zontrol of same.

The Municipal Council of the Corporation of Maple Ricee 1n open neet
ing essembled enects as follows :-

INTERPRETATION

1.. "Public Place" wherever used in thls By-law shall when necessary be
held and construed to mean ad 1lnclude streets, lanes, avenues, ways,
drives, boulevards, sldewalks, lanes, squares, trienhlva, school grounds,
public places, parks, wards and rights of way open to the use of the pub-

-1ic and the space above or beneath the surface of same.

"Street*, shall when necessary be held and construed to meen and 1n-
clude strects, lanes, ways, boulevards, drives, places, and sidewalks.

"Person® shall when necessary be held and construed to mean and 1n-
clude natural persons of elther sex, o:-3oclations, co-partncrships, cor-

porations, whether actinz by themselves or by a servant, agent or employ-'

ee, the slngular number shall when necessary be held and construed to 1n-
clude the plural, and mesculine pronoun to lnclude the feminine.

nronisle? shall be held snd cor. triued to mean and include wagons,

carts, carriages, trucks, automobiles, motorcycles, ticycles ard all ve-

hicles drawn by anilmals or propelled by steam, electricity, gas, gasoline
cr ctepr notlvre power.

(a) wsldewalk" shall re -3 and 1lncl-i1iz ever: nathway or footpath, whether
boarded or otherwise, set apart along ¢ny road for the -use of pedestrians

BICYCLES.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person to run by riding any bicycle,
tricycle, or motorcycle upcr ths sidewalk c¢* any street; provided, how-
ever, that 1lnvalids, and chlldren under 10 years of age may ride tricycles
onn sldewalks 1in strictly residentlal districts.

3. It shall be unlawful for g1 n3rson to run by ridlng any bilcycle, or
tricycle, i or upon any street of the Munlclipallty of Maple Ridge at =
greater rate of speed than fifteen (15) miles an hour, or to pass any peg
gstrian while rlding at a greater speed than ten milee per hour, cr t-
fall, neslect or refuse to glve to any pedestrien the right of W y

y, It shell be unlawful for any person tc run by riding any bicrele,
tricyecle, or ei* ~rz21le upcn any street in the manner commonly known as
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vcoasting®, or 1in any other manner wherein the rider of such bilcycle,tri-
cycle, or autocycle shall not have absolute

5. It shall be unlawful for two or more persons to ride bicycles, tri-
cycles, or autocycles in any public place more than two abreast.

6. It shall be unlawful for any person to run by riding any bicycle,
tricycle, or autocycle 1n any public place unless the same shall have
attached thereto a good and sufficlient bell or horn and unless such per-
son shall ring sall bell or blow said horn & sufficlent number of times to
give notice of hils approach and close proximity to any person or convey-
ance occupylng or using such publlec place, ¢ *o run by riding any such
bilcycle, tricycle, cr autocycle in any public place 1n the night-time
witnout having attached in front thereof a light of sufficilent strength
and brilliancy to be visivle at a distance of two hundred (200 feet).

VEHICLES ETC.

7. It shall be unlawful for any person to ride any horse, or drive any
horse or other animal, whether attached to a vehlcle or not, at a greater
rate of speed than twelve (12) miles per hour, over, aliong or throug™ any
street witdn the Municlpality of Maple Rildge.

3. It shall be unlawful for eny person to ride or driv: any horse or
other animal, whether attacLed tc ony vehilcle or not, at a greater rate
of speed tnan six (6) mlles per Lour across any strcet intersections, or
in turnlng or roundlne eny street corner.

9. It shall be unlawful for any person to carelessly, heedlessly or neg
ligently ride or drive any horse or other animgl, or ride or propel any
venicle, over, through, or upon eny publlc place in the Municilpality of
Maple Rldge, so that such animal or vehlcle attached thercto, or vehicies
shall come in colllsion with any other anlmal or vehicle or shall strike
agalnst any person.

10, It shall be unlawful for any person 1n any publlc place, to engage
in any sport or amusement or exercise llkely or calculated to frighten
horses or ecmbarrass the passage of vehlcles.

- 11 It shall be unlawful for any person to turn out any old, decrepit,
N or worthless animal upon any public place.

wit1o, It €rell be unlawful for any person while riding or driving any
horse or enimal, whether attached to a vehlcle or not, or to ricde »r pro-
L pel any vehlcle, or to operate any street car when crossing any street 1m
Lt tersection or whnen turning around any corner of any street to refuse to
: come to a full stop ana remaln standling until allowed to proceed wheh
‘commanded so to do by any Police Officer.

e 13, It shall be unlawful for any person to ride in or upon any 1lignht
carriage, wagor., roller skates, cart or vehicle upon ery sldewalk or

T street in the manner commonly known as *coasting%, or when such carriage,
N wagon, roller skate, or vehlcle 1s propelled by gravity or its own momen-
; tum.

14, Itshall be unlawful for any person to ride, drive or lead any ani-

mal, o move or propel ay vehlcle, except 1lght carrilages for the convey-



ance of children, and invalid's chairs, &l ong or over any slaewalk unles
for the purpose of necessarily crossing the same or to crcss any sldewalk
with any heavily loaded vericls, without effectually protecting the side-
walk by plenks or simllar device, or to alow any vehlcle or animal to
stand on any sldewalk, or to cut, saw or split firewood, lumber, ™1lock,
rock, stone, or milx mortﬂar, or to do any other act upon any sitewalk
Which shall obstruct the passage of pedestrlans over the same.

15, It shall be unlawful for any person to leave any horse, mule or othe
animal attached to any conveyance or vehlcle, in any public place without
being securely fastened 1n a proper manner, or guarded.

16. It shall be urnlawful for any person to drag or haul any timber or
other article along or over any public place, 1n such manner &s that any
portion of the same shell rest upon or come in contact with the_surface
of such public place, or eny plankec, paved or macedamized road "to lock
the wheel of any velicle by the methOd commonly known ag "rough locking®
or by &ny method whereby anything other than the tire of such wheel shall
come in contact with the surfacc of the street.

17. It shell be unlawful for any person to use, drive, or propel in or
through any highway or other publlic place abiees any wagon, ccrt, carr-
lage, truck, or automoblle drawn by animals or propelled by steam, elec-
tricity, gas or gasollne without having attached thereto two lights of
sufficient candle power to enable the person using such vehlcle to see
clearly for a dlstance of at least onz hundred feet 1n front of such ve-
hicle; +the rear portion of at least one llght to have a reéd disc and the
light to be so hung that the red 1light shall be vislble from the rear,

If only one 1light 1s used at the front of the vehlcle, such light shall
be at the right hand side.

(2) +whenever in the succeeding subsectlions of thls section, the word "he
is used, such word shall mean and lnclude every such last mentloned per-
son, and wherever 1in any such succeedlng sub-sectlon any such person 1g
Llﬁ’“ted required to do, perform, observe or conform to any act, thing,
requlrement or condition, such person shall make Or cause every vehicle,
horse or animal had, driven, operated, used or ridden by him to do, per-
form, observe or conform to-such act, thing requirement or condltion.

(a) ile shall at all tlmes, except as and when herelnafter mentloned,
keep to the left side of the centre of the street or puolic place, and
when travelllng at the rate c¢i a walk, he, shall], except as and when
herelnafter mentio.ied, keep as close as po slble to the left hand curb.

(b) When meeting another approaching vehicle he shall pass such vehlcle
to the left of, and entirely clear of 1t, ana the horses or other ani-
mals attached to 1it.

(c) In overtaking another vehlcle he shall pass to the right slde of the
overtaken vehlcle, and shall not go or attempt to go over to the left side
f the overtaken vehlcle until entirely clear of 1t and the animals, 1if

any, attached to 1t.

(d) When turning into another street or public place to the right he
sha1l turn round the centre of the Intersection of the two streets or
public place, 211 kcep to the left of the street or public place into
which he turns.

(e) In turning into another street or public place to txo left he shall
turn round the corner at the left hand curb of the sald street or publile



place,

(£f) when stoppring he shall stop at, and with tre left slde of hils vehil-
cle, horse, or other animal to the curb.

(g) Except for the purposes of allowing another vehlcle, horse or pedes-
trian to cross his path, he shall not stcp 1n any street or public place
except near the left hand curb thereof, and except so as not to ovstruct
any crossing, and at no time shall he stop on any street or publlc place
at or upon 1ts intersection with any other street or public place.

(n) Before turning to rignht or left, he shall slgnify his intention so
to do by extending hls ha.d and arm horlzontally in such a manner that
they can be observed by all persons following, or approaching or passing.

(1) He shall not allow or permit any such vehlcle to be closed in com-
pletely so0 that he cannot see readlly to the right and left thereof.

(J) Without derogating from any other statute, By-law, or law, he shall
not proceed, drive or go to the common danger,

(k) He shall not, in riding any bicycle, cling on to the slde or rear of
any street car or vehicle.

(1) It shall be unlawful for any person to ride on the rear end of any

vehicle, automoblle, or street car, except in some place thereon provided
and adopted for such purposes.

18, It shall be unlawful for any person, 1in haullng dirt, gravel, manure
or sawdust, pleces of wood or other refuse, along, through or upon puclic
place, to allow or permlt the same to be dropped upon any publlc place
except through unavoldable accldent.

19, It shall be unlawful for any person belng the owner or havling charge
of any vehlcle, to allow or permit the same, or any animal or animels
atteched thereto, to stand or remain standing except whille belng loaded
or unioaded, or wnile taking on or letting off passengers, upon publlc
place within 3L 7:et of any Fire hydrant or strect 1nterqeotion or witnh
10 feet of any %treet corner, or a greater distance than one foot from tke
curb, or in any other position than parallel with the curb, or for a gred
er 1engtn of time than l1ls reasonably necessary to load or unload or let
on or take off passengers.

20. It shall be unkwful for any persm to leave standing in any public
place, any vehlcle drawn by horses or other animals unless the same be in
the personal charge and custody of somc person, provided in the case of
an accldent upon any street, the vehlcle may be moved to the alde of the
street, and 1f a good and sufficient red Ight 1s located at both ends of
the same, the vehlcle may be allowed to remain on the street pending re-
moval for repalrs, for a perlod not exceeding 24 hours.

21, It shall be unlawful for any person to ride or propel any bicyele,
tricycle, or autocycle between the nours of evening and dawn unless there
shall be fastened to the front thereof at least one whlte light of suffisﬁ

clent candle power to endie the person operating such machine to see ciég™ -

inz ahead a dlstance of at least 50 feet.

22, It =hall ve unlawful for any person other than a duly authorised off
icer or empbyee, actlng in pursuance of hls dutiles, of the Municipality

. "
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of Maple Ridge, to dig up or in any manner inJjure or destroy any flower,
foliage, flowering plant, follage plant or shubbery in any public place.

2%3. It shall be unlawful for any person to tie or fasten any horse or
other animel to any tree, or to any post or hox placed near or about such
tree for the protection thereof, or to post any blll or placard upon any
sucn tree or box near or about the same, or climb any such tree or cut
down, girdle, mutilate, dig up, move or in any manner whatsoever injure
or destroy any tree in any public plece,

24, It snell be uniawful for any persons to collect in crowds, or by
congregating thereon ov therein, to obstruct any pubhllc plece, or to re-
fuse to0 dlsperse when re congregated, upon being requested so to do by ay
Pollice Officer of the Municipality of Maple Rldge, and any person who shd
be one of such crowd or congregatlon, or who shall refuse to separate
therefrom when requested so to do by any Pollce Officer, or who shall wii
fully attract the attentlon of persons and cause them to congregate upon
and obstruct any public place, shall be deemed gullty of violstion of
thls section.

25. It shall ve unlawful for any person to stand or loliter in any public
place in such a manner as to obstruct travel thereon.

26, It shall ve unlawful for any person to place,set up, kKeep or maintah
any bootn, stand, table, box, board, shclf, vehlcle or other object for
the purpose of selllng, glving away, or distributing therefrom any arti-
cle or thing, or exhivbiting any animal, bird or curilosity or advertising

anything whatsoever in any public place so as to obstruct traffic in the
same. '

27. It shall be unlawful for any person owning or occupying any property
abutting on or contliguous to any public place, to allow or permlt any
earth, rock, stones, trees, logs, stumps, or other substance, to cave,
fall, crumble, slide, or accumulate, or to be otherwlse deposit from any
such premlses upon any publlc place, Oor having been so deposited, to re-
maln thereto.

28, It shall be unlewful for any person to place or permit to be placed
any firewood, coal, chattels or merchandise, 1n any public place, except
while moving the same 1n or out of the premises, adJbning sucl: public
place, or to keep any box for the storage of wood, coal, chattels, or mes~
chandlse 1n any public place,

29, It shall be unlawful for any person to throw or déposit in any publt
place any broken glass, crockery, nalls, or ay substance whatever whereby
the feet of horses or other animals, or the tires of vehlcles may be in-
Jured.

30, It shall be unlawful for any person to throw or deposilt or cause to
be trhrown or deposited 1n any public place any coal, hailr, shreds, rags,
shells, eshres, garbage, paper or other refuse matter, or any solids or
liquids or vegetable matter, or any substance whatsoever.

31. Yo person shall take up, dlg or carry away any of the earth, sand,
or gravel 1in or from ay street, road or lane within the Municipality of
Meple Rldge without the permlssion of the Board of Works,

32, It shell be be unlawful for any person to break, tear up, remove any
planking, pavement, sidewalk, crossing, curbing, macadam, or other surfae



in any publlc place, or to meke any excavation in or under any publilc
place within the Municipality of Meple Ridge, for any purpose whatsoever,
without having first obtalned permission of the Board of Works so to do;
and 1t shall be the duty of any person having obtalned such permission to
break, tear up, or remove any such planking, pavement, sldewalk, crossing
curbing, macadam, or other surface of any publlc place, or having obtain-
ed permlssion to make any excavation in or under any public place, to re-
lay and 111 up the same and to put the same in as good order and repair
as before such breaking, tearing up, removing, or excavatlion, and all sud
breaking, tearing up, removing and exceavations, shall be done under the
direction and supervision of eny Munlclpal Officer or Councillor, and the
same shall be replaced to the satisfaction of the sald Municipal Officer
or Counclllor, andevery person to whom permission as aforesald has been
grented shall erect and malnteln a good and sufficient fence, railing or
barrier around every excavation made by him in such a menner as to pre-
vent accldents, and shall place end keep upon such fence, ralling or bvare
ler a sultavle and suffi” ient red light durins the night, and shall take
such further care and precaution as the Munlcipal Officer or Councilllor
may deem necessary aad direct for the protectlion and safety of the publie,
and shall indemnify the Municlpality agalnst 211 loss, costs, charges,ex
penses and damages, to which the said Municilpallty may be put by reason
of such breaklng, tearing up, or removing as aforesaid, or by reason of
the permission granted him so to do; and 1t shall be the duty of the
Boardof Works before glving such permission tc take from every such per-

son security that he will perform all thec obligation lmposed upon him by
thls section.

33, It saall te unlawful for any person to throw or cause to Tlow or al:
ow or permlt anything to be thrown or to flow upon any public place, any
water or other liquids, which cause obnoxious effluvia, or any filthy wat
er, or to permit any flow of water from any premlses under his control,on
or over eany public pleace.

34, It shall be unlawful for any person to throw on any sildewalk any veg
etables or frult or other substance llable to cause any rerson injury or
to throw upon or into any publlec place or in any gutter, ay kitchen ref-
use, paper, sweepings, or other substance liable to close up or choke any
gutter, or to pernit any accumulation of snow or ice upon any planked or
paved sidewalk 1in front of eny premises owned or occupkd by him.

35. It shall be unlawful for any person to bulld, construct, place, maim
tah, throw, leave, pass, tie or put, or cause to be bullt, constructed,
rlaced, malntalmed, occupled, thrown, passed, tled or put, except in acc-
ordance with the provision of thls By-law, 1n any publlc place, mny strue
ture, fence, post, rod, chalns, rall, wglrg box, barrel, keg, firewood,
coal, chattels, merchandlse, vehlcle, animal or any object of thing which
is an obstruction to the free use of such public place, or which may be

an 1Inconvenlence to the use thereof or which may encroach thereon.

%6, ©No person driving any carriage or other vehicle drawn by a horse or
horses, or other animal or anlmals, or riding upon any horse or other an-
imal on any of the draws -@ bridges within the Municlpality, shall cause,
suffer or permlt the horse or horses, or other animal or animals, which
he shall be so driving or riding, to go at a faster rate than a walk.

37. Any Municipal Officer or Councillor ¥X XBUAZXXXSK 1s hereby authoris
ed with necessary assistents to remove any orJject or thing which is an
obstruction tc the free use of any public place 1in the Municipslity of
Meple Rldge, or which mey be an inconvenlence to the use thereof, or



which may encroach thereon put such authority so glven under this section
shall not 1in any way relleve from responsibility or 1liavility any person
gullty ofany infraction of any provisions of this By-law.

38. Any person gullty of an 1nfraction of this By-law, shall be gullty
of an offence, and shall, on summary conviction Before any Justice of
the Peace, be llotle to a penalty not exceeding one hundred dollars and
costs of conviction, of not less than two and one half dollars or ir de-
fault one mcnths lmprisonment with herd lavour,

A By-Law to grant certain rights cud privileges to the Port Haney
Water works Company Linited.

The Municlipal Council of the Municipality of Maple Ridge, with the
concent of the electors enacts as follows :-

1. The Corporation hereby grants unto the Port Haney Waterworks Company
Limited, the privilege to lay down, relay, connect, disconnect, repair
and malntaln all melns and other plpes, through and under the streete,
aenues, alleys, hlghways, bridges, and thoroughfares, of that portion
only of the sald Munilcipality lying within the 1limits of the township
twelve - as may be necessary, proper or convenlent, for distributing and
supplyling water to consumers thereof, and to make connection between such
mains and pipes and the dwellings or other vulldings of such consuners
where such water 1s to be used, the same to be lald and connected, mein-
tehed end repalred in a workmanlike manner, sc as not to interfere with
the use of sald streetg elleys, avenues, hilghways, bridges, or thorough-
Tares of the sald Juniclpallty within saild 1imits, for the purnoses of
travel, and so as not to ilnterfere with any existing sewer, gas, or water
pripes 1n sain streetg avenues, glleys, hilghweys and tnoroughifores,

Provided always, and tne right 1s herchy r served to i soid Onve
poration to decide what streets, avenues, alleys, highways, brildges and
thoroughfares the Company can so use for the purposes aforesald, and also
as to what part of the same shall be used by the Company.

2. For the purpose of laying, repairing, keeping, maintaining, connect-
ing and dlsconnecting saild mains, and pipes the Corporation hereby grants
unto the Company the privilege of digging ditches =nd of excavatine in tre
sald streets, avenues, alleys, highways and thoroughfares, subject to the
proviso contalned 1n the last preceding paragraph hereof, provided the
Company shell without unnecessary delay, and upon such terms, and within
such reasonable time as may be prescribed by the Council o* the Corpora-
tion, restore tre surface of the ground so dug up or excavated, to as good
condition as 1t was before such work was done, and provided thatnthe said
Company shall be llable for all demages, loss, costs and expenses occasion
ed by any or the works , and shall indemnify and save harmless the saild
Corporation from all loss and liability for or on account of any damages
loss, costs, and expenses, that may result from any work or negligence of
the Company, and providsl that the sald work shall be done under the super
intendence of the Board of Works of the sald Corporation, or of any rerson
or persons to be nominated by the Council.

3. It shall not be lawful for the Company fo proceed with any of the
works eutiiorlsed by thils By-Law, until after the Company shall have enters
ed Inte an sgreement to perform, observe and submit, to the agreements,
provisos, terms, and conditions of thls By-Law, imposed on the Compeany,
and the Company shall, before proceedlng to break up any Street, avenue,
elley, hilghway, thoroughfere, drain, ditch, or twuiel, eater into a RBonl
witno tan Torporation Tos Sl Sia ol 820000 (T Troaass Do ere) with gow
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and sufficilent suretiles, to be aporoved of by tihe Cowncll, condltionud
for Laoe Indsiuiity of the Corporation against &ll demnugesimposed by para-
greph two hereof, during tie constructlon of the Compuny's worls, and
shall after the construction of the company s works, enter Into a RBond

for tic suln oI $2C6C0.(Twe thousena ¢ollers) with gocd and sufficient aure-
ties, oonditioned for the lndemnity of the Corporation agalnst alldamages

imposed by paragraph two hereof during the operation of the Company's
wWorks.

4, Before the Company proceeds to open Or break up any street, avenuc,
elley, hlghway, thoroughfare, dr:in, ditch or tunnel, 1t shall apply to
the Council of the Corporation for leave to do such work and no work shall
be comrtenced teTore such provision 1s duly granted by the said Council,
except 1in tie case of energenly, when appllication shall be made to the
Chairman of the Board of Works for the time being.

5. The Company shell, et 1ts own expense, run service pipes, from its
mahs on any street or alley to the boundary line of any such street or
alley of the property ownedl by any applicant for water.

6. During the excavatlon of any strest, or the laying of any pipes and
repalrs to and alterations of the¢ seane, 1he sald Company suell teke cue
cere &ud prorer orecavtilorn for thw sefety el pictection of foot and oth-
er passengers, and of horses, carriages and vehlcles, lawfully passing a-
long the highway of the Corporation, and shall not unnecessarily interfem
or impede the public use of the sald publlic highways.

7. The sald Company shall .end will from time to time, and at all times,
indennify and save harmkess the Corporation from eny injury arising from
any accldent to any person or property by reason of any neglect or omlssin
to keep the plpes and works of the Company 1in a safe condition, and from
all lawful claims against the Corporation for damage caused by sald wires
or poles of the Company or by any works elterations, repairs or improve-
ments made by the Company 1n connection witi: the work hereln contemplated.

8. The Company shall be llsble for and shall pay all lawful claims #flor

demages and lawful eompensation for losses arising in respect of property
which may ve injured through any negllgence or default of the Company oc-—
curring during the construction or by reason of the operation of the works

of the Company, herein contemplated within the Municlpality for which the
corpcratlion may be liable.

9. Thenever 1t shall be necessary 1ln gradlng any street or in bullding
any sldewalk, or making any other 1lmprovement thereon, to move or lower
any plipe or ripes belonging to the Ccmpany. the Company shall, at 1ts own
expense, upon recelving four weeks notice from the Gorporation, move or
lower such plpe or pipes to such depth and to such place or places desig-
nated 1n such notice, and 1f the Company, upon receiving such notlice shell
neglect or refuse to move sucin plpe or pipes, then such plpe or pipes shzil
ve moved ty the Board of Works of the sald Corporation at the expense of
the Company.

10. At the explration of the term of 10 (ten) years from tne p S8 Eg" a?
tnls By-Law the Corporation may after glving six montlhs writion noo
prior to the explration of such term o thelr Intention =o o uo SEsULe
ownershlp of the Company’'s franchise, water works, plant, mains, pipes
and fittings, goodwlll, and real and personal property, 1in comnnection
with the worklng thereof, upon the payment of thelr value to be determin-

-
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ed by arbltratlion wider the provisiois o7 tie Act concerning arbiltration
now in force 1n British Columbia, and in case the Corporation shall fail
in exercising the right of assuming such ownership at the expiration of
sald term of 10 (ten) years, the Corporation may at any time thercafter,
exerclse the same rilght of assuming such ownsership, after six (6) months
. written notlce to be glven prior to the expiration of any year after the
aforesald 10 (ten) years, and upon payment of the value as determined by
arbitretion as aforesaid.

11. The rights, powers and privileges, of thls By-Law granted shall
cantinue for a perilod of 30 (thirty) years from the passing of this By-
Law, g

12. This By-Law shall be known as the lMaple Ridge Water By-Law, 1912.
13, Done and passed 1n open Council the Tirst day of June 1912,

Recelved the assent of the electors of the Munktipality of Maple
Ridge the elghteenth day of Junc 1912.

SIDEWALKS BY-LAW, 1910.

A By-Law respecting Roads and Slde-walks.

The kunicipal Councill of the Coerporatlon of the township or district
of Maple Rldge enacts as follows :-

1, No person shall ride. drive, lead, or back any horse, carriage, cart,
wagon, bicycle, sledge, slelgh, or other vehicle over or along any paved
or plank sidewalk, unless at a regular crossing provided therefor. Pro-
vided however, that this pronivbitlon shall not apply $&o prevent a person
s0 crossing the sidewalk for a lawful purpose, 1f he shall previously
thereto obtailn a permlt from the Municlipal Council so to do, and has covers
ed such sldewalk with planklng at least two inches in thickness, securely
fastened,&chainfered or bevelled off at the ends, so as to be no obstruc-
tlon to pedestrians, and has constructed across the drain, gutter, or wat-
er course, oprosite to the aforesaid crossing a good and sufficient bridge
of planks or other substantial materifd, so as not to obstruct the drain,
gutter or water course.

2. No person shall fasten the wheel or wheels of any vehlcle with a chaip
or otherwlsc while such vehicle 1s belng drawn through or over any publilc
road, hilghway ., or place within the Municipallty, nor shall 1t be lawful
to place any *shoe" or other device under or upon any such wheel so as to
prevent 1t from revolving while any such vehicle is in motlon, but nothing
in thls By-Law shall prevent the use of proper brakes on any vehlcle.

3. Any person convicted of a treach of any of the provisions of this By-
Law shall forfelt and pay at the discretion of the convicting Wagistrate a
penalty not exceedinz (exclusive of costs) the sum of $50.00. (Fifty Doll-
ars) for each offence, and 1n default of payment of the renalty and costs
forthwith, the saild penalty and costs or costs only may be levied by dis-
tress and sale of the goods and chattels of the offender, and 1in case of
their belng no distress found out of which such renalty cair be levied the
convlicting maglstrate may commit the offender to the common gaol for the
County of Westminster, withor without hard labour for any period not ex-
ceeding three months, unless the sald penaly and costs (1f any) including
the cost of the sald distress, and of the committal and conveyance of the
offender to the saild gaol, are sooner paid,

2. It shall be the duty of the Clerk when so ordered by the Reeve or by
resclrtion of the Counclil to glve notice in writing to the owner or occupi-
er of any land on whilch any of the sald weeds are growlng or standing to
cut and destroy the same within ten degs from receipt of such notice.

3. In the event of any such owner or occupler falllng to or neglecting to

It shail be the duty of the Assessor and Collector to notify the per-
sons assessed at the same tlme in the manner as provided in Sections 124
end 136 of the Municpal Act 1891 of the number of days labour they are ex-
pected to perform, the rate per day, and the sum of money they may commute
for.

AMENDMENT TO BY-LAW NO. 92.

Whereas 1t 1is expedlent that a By-Law be passed to amend,By-Law No,
92, and amendments thereto, and to regulate the dutles of pathmasters.

Therefore the Reeve and Council of the Municipallty of Maple Ridge
enacts as follows :=-

3. They shall glve at least six days notlce to each person named on thelr
l1ist, or who 1s llable to perform statute labour in their Beat, by leaving
a written notlice to residents of the municipality at thelr place of resi-
dence, and by sending a notice by mail to absentees. And shall so regu-
late the work from day to day that the partles having the greatest number
of days shall have the privilege of putting a team on to work, if a team
