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City Begins Site Preparation for new Albion Community Centre 

 
Maple Ridge, BC: On December 11, 2018 Council voted to move forward with the Albion 

Community Centre project. The next phase of the project, the major site and earth works, will be 

going to tender so that this work can be completed in advance of the anticipated opening of 

c ̓əsqənelə Elementary School in the Fall of 2019.
