Cancellation Policy: For a full refund, cancellations must be made 14 days in advance of the booking.
Cancellations that occur less than 14 days in advance of the booking receive a 50% refund. Cancellations
that occur less than 48 hours in advance of the booking will be charged the full amount. Rentals will not be
transferred or refunded less than 14 days before the booked date due to rain or inclement weather.

Keys: Certain shelters require keys for gate access, washrooms, electrical and/or water. Keys may be picked up
at the Maple Ridge Leisure Centre (11925 Haney Place) on the day of, or one day prior to your booking. A $10.00
refundable deposit applies.

If it goes to voicemail, please know that it is monitored
and will go to an afterhours phone on the weekends. In your voicemail, please include your name and a callback
number that you can be reached at. Once received, the Bylaw Officers can attend and assess the issue.

Fire
restrictions limit cooking to propane barbecues, supplied by the user group.
