A By-Law regulating Pences within tre lMunlclpallty of Maple Ridze,

The Municipal Councll of the Corporation of thefTownship of Maple
Rldge enacts as follows :-

1. That Per.ce By-Law of 1881 be hereby repealed.

2. A Zlgzag rall Fence shall not be less than five feet high, am
its panels shall form an angle of not greater than 120 degrees. The
space between the first two raills to be not more than four inches, the
spaces vetween ralls may gradually increase in wldth towerds the top of
the fence, »ut in no case shall the space be morec than elght Inches in a
five feet fence.

3. A barved wirs fence shall n>% te less than five feet high; a
rall shall be gecurely factened on top of pests and the spaces between
the wires shall not be greater than ten inches,

4. A picket fence shall not be less than five feet high, and tie
space vetween the plckets shall not exceed four inches.

5. All other fences shall not be less than flve feet hlgh, and
the spaces between boards, ralls or logs, shall gradually 1ncrease from
not more vhau feur incres at the botton XEEE to not more than elght in-
ches ¢t the top.

A. Any animal tearing down or Jumping a lawful fence as avove des-
crived shall be dezmeC Breachy, and shall not be allowed to run at large,

7. Persons clalming damages under this By-Law shall notlfy the
Fence Viewer or Rcad Committee to examine the Fence and 1f found a law-
ful fence may recover damages together with the costs of proceedings from
the person or persons owhing the animel or animals by which the dainage
was done before any Justice or Justices of the Peace having Jurisdiction
in the Munilcipality.

may be found, of the person llable to perform Statute Labour,

A By-Law authorising the indemnifging the Reeve and Councillors of
the Munilcipality of Maple Rldge out of the Munilcipal Funds.

Whereas 1t 1s expedient that provisions be made for indemnifying
the Reeve and Councillors of the Munlclpal Councill of Maple Ridge.

And whereas by an act of the legislative assembly of the Province ¢
of British Columbla, rassed 1n the forty-elghth year of her Majlesty's
reign, 1t 1s provided that the Councll nay pass a By-Law and submlt the
same to the eleci~rs oI the Munlclpallty for thelr assent to sald By-Law
for indemnifylng the Members of the Councill,

Therefore bve 1t enacted by the Reeve and Oouncil of the Corporation
of the Municlipallty of Maple Rildge

1. That the Reeve and Councillors be indemnified to the extent of $2.50
(Two Dollers and fifty cents) for each day or part of a dg*s atterndance
at any Meeting of the Municipal Councll of sald Munilcipallty.

2. Provided always that sald lndemnity shall not exceed 1n the aggreg-
ate the sum of $25. (Twenty-five Dollars) in any one year to each member
of the Council.

2. The bvefore mentloned lndemnity shall be pald out of the general rev-
enue of tre Munlclpalilty.

the observance of the Lord's Day, commonly called Sunday.

Now therefore the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Maple
Rldge 1n pursuance of the powers conferred by the sald Act and of every
other power hereunto enabling the sald Council, enacts as follows :-

1. That from and after the comlng into force of this By-Law no Merchant,
Tradesman, Saloon Keeper, Artificer, Mechanlec, Workman I.abourer, or other
person Whatsoever shall within the limits Ofuhe Municipal ity of the Town-
shlp of Maple Rldge on the Lord's Day, commonly called Sunday, sell or
publicly show forth or expose or offer for sale, nor purchase any goo0ds
-chattels or merchandise, or other personal property, or any real estate
whatsoever, or do or exercise any worldly labour, business, or work of his
or rer ordinary calling (conveylng travellers or >Her Majesty's Mell, sell-
ing drugs and medicines, and other works of necesslty and work of charity
only excepted).

2. No person or persons shall within the Munlclpallty of the Townsnhlp of
Maple Rldge, during the hours of the Lord's Day, commonly called Sunday,
exnivlt, sell, berter or gilve away any intoxicating liquor or open or per-
nit to be or remain opened any Saloon, Beer, Gambling or Billlard Room, or
otner plecce of public entertalnment, but the Section shall not apply to
prevent the voarding or lodglng of any traveller, or the guest of any Hot-
el or Publlc House or Lodgling House Keeper.

z. No person or persons shall within the limlts of the Municipality of
the Tomnshlp of Maple Rldge on the Lord's Day, commonly called Sunday,
play at any nolsy game, or run races on foot, or on horsebaeck or 1in carr-
lages, or in venlcles of any sort.

y, Any person or persons gullty of any 1nfraction of these provisions of
trhls By-Law shall upon conviction before any Justice or Justices of the
Peaces, having Jurlsdlction within the limits of the sald Munlcipality,
forfelt and pay at the discretion of sald Justice or Justices convicting,
a penalty not exceedlng fifty Dollars for eacr offence, and in default of
payment thered forthwlith 1t shallad meay be lawful for tre Justice or Jus-
tices convicting as aforesell, or one of them, to 1lssue a warrant under
toelr or hls hands and seals, or hand and seal, to levy the sala penalty
by distress and sale of the offender's or offenders' goods and chattel

or 1t mey and shuall be lewful for the Justlce or Justices conviectd
aforesald to commit the offender or offenders to prison for any pe#¥
not exceeding one calendar month 1lnstead of 1nflicting such penalty.

2. Any person or persons gullty of an 1nfractlon of any of the provisloms
of thls By-Law shall upon convietion before any Justiee or Justlces of the
Peace, having Jurisciction within the 1limits of the sald Municlpallty, for
felt and pay at the discretlon of the sald Justice, or Justlices convicting
a penalty nct exceeding *he sum of Fifty Dollars for each offence, and in
default of rayment thereof, forthwith 1t shall and may be lawful for the
Justice or Justices convicting as aforesalid or one of them to 1ssue a
warrant under thelr or hils hands and seals or hand and seal, to levy the
sald penalty by distress and sale of the offender's or offenders' goods
anc chattels, or 1t shall be lawful for the Justice or Justices convicting
as aforesald tc¢ ccmnit the offender or offenders to prison for any period
not exceeding one calendar month 1irstead of enforcilng saild penalty.

3. That epicket fence shall not have more than four lnches of space be-
tween the plckets, the same to be securely nalled near the top and bottom
and be not less than flve feet 1n helght.

4Y» A1l other kinds of fences shall be flve feet in helght, and at no
place shall the space between ralls be more than four inches wide.

5. Persons claiming damages under this By-Law shall notlfy the Fence
Viewers within forty eight hours of a damage being committed, in order
that they may come and view the fence, and award the amount of injuries
done, 1f any.

6. Where animals are found trespacelng in any enclosure, the owner of
such enclosurc shall immediately eject the anlmals, and repalr any bdbreach
that they may have made.

Trhe Municipal Council shall appoint the day, hour, and place where a
nomination and electlion shall be held, and they shall cause a notice of
the same to be posted up at the place of election at least ten days prior
to the appolnted day..

3, The Municlpal Council shell appolint a Returning Officer for each Mun-
icipal election and the qualifications of a Returning Officer shall be :-

1. That he shall be a British SubJject,
2. That he shall be above the age of twenty-one. years,

3. That he shall b e a reglistered voter wilthin the Municipality
of Maple Ridge.

4, The. remuneration of the Returning O0fflcer shall be flxed by the
Municipal Council upon the day of hils eppointment.

5. The voting at the Municlpal Election dull be by ballot,

6. The Returning O0fficer vefore received the nominations shall take

the followlng oath :-— "I hereby swear that I will faithfully perform my
duties as returning officer without favour or partiality.

7. The Returning Officer shall obtain from the Clerk to the Municipal
Councll a correct voters 1list, stamped with the Corporate seal and signed
by the Chairmen of the Council or Warden forf the time being.

8. Any person whose name does not appeer upon the voters list as aBre-
sald shall nd be entlitled to vote at tias Municlpal Electlon.
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Q, Trhe Returningofficer shall record tihe name of each voter in a book,
and shall then hand him a vallot paper stamped with the Corporate seal,
When he (the elector) has retired vehind a screen and marked the ballot
paper, he shall return the ballot paper folded to the Returning Officer
who shall then deposit it 1in tike vallot vox.

10. The Poll shall close at four o'clock p.m., on the day of election
and the returning officer shall then count the bvallots and declare the
state of the poll as soon as the ballots are counted.

11, All persons except the Returning Officer and the Scrutineers are to

leave the room where the polling taekes place during the counting of the
ballots,

12. In event of any two of the candldates for the O0fflce of Warden or
Councilllor, having an equel number of votes recorded for them at any Mun-
icipal Election, the returning offlcer shall be required to give his vote
in favour of one of the Candidates, otherwlse he shall not vote,

13, Thls By-Law may be clted as "The Munlclpal Election By-law.

A By-Law Zcr the regulation of Statute Labour within the Municipality
of Maple Ridge.

Whereas it 18 necessery anc expedient that 1n addition to all other
rates and taxes levied, assessed and collected, within the 1limits of the
Municipality of Maple Ridge, shall be added a Statute Labour Tax, on all
male persons witnin the linits of the said Imanlelrality.

Therefore the Munlclipal Council of the Corporatiorn of Merle Ridge
enacts as follows :-—

1. From and after the first day of May, 1n each and every year the Muni-
clpal Councll of the Corporation of Maple Rldge shall cause every male per
son of the age of elghteen years and upwards, resilding within the limits
of the sald Municipallty to perform two days Statute Labour, or in lieu
ttereof to pay or cause to be paild to the Collector to the Municipal Counc-
11 the sum of Three Dollars.

2. The Municipal Council, or someone authorised by them shall appoint
the day and place where Statute Lebour 1s to be performed, and the Munici-
pal Councll shall cause due notice to be glven to every person or persons
liable to perform Statute Labour, who must attend according to such notice
and provide tremselves wlth all tools, sultable to the labour to be per-
formed.

3. Any person neglectlng or refusing to perform the Statute Labour here-
in imposed, or 1n lieu thereof to pay the sum herein provided, within 20
(Twenty) days after notice has been given, the same may be recovered by
the Municipal Council with costs, before any Justice of the Peace having
Jurisdiction therein, the same to be levied by dlstress upon the goods and
chattels of the person or persons so offending.

This By-Lew may be clited as the "Statute Lebour By-Law, 1881,

A By-Law for the railsing of a Municipal Revenue.

Be 1t enacted by the Warden and Council of the Municipality of
Magple Rldge as follows :-

1. From and after the passage of thls By-Law the general Munlcipal Rev-
enue of the Munleclpality of Maple Ridge shall be raised, levlied and col-
lected for the use of the sald Municlpallity from sici sources as are here-
inafter provided.

2. There shall be raised, levled and collected, in each year upon all
the real and personal property mentioned in the Assessment Roll for the
time belng in force 1n the said Municlpallty an equal rate of one and one-
third per cent on the assessed value of lmproved lands thereof, as appears
by the sald roll and also five cents (5c) per acre apon all Wild Lands as
described 1n the "Wild Lands Tax Act of 1381w,

3, The aforedald taxes shall be due and payable by the person or persoms
liable for the same to the Collector of the Municipal Council at his Off-
lce, subjcct to the Act of 1881 on the first day of September in each
year,

Y., Every person uslng any of the trades, occupations, professions, or bus#t
ness in Schedule A hereunto annexed, particularly described shall take out
a periodical license for such period as 1n the sald schedule A 1is set out,
paying therefore such periliodical sums shall respectively be pald 1n advane
to and for the use of the sald Municipality of Maple Rlidge and thelr suc-

cessors.

5. No person shall use, practice, carry on or exercise, any trade, occu-
pation, professlion or pusiness in the sald Schedule A described or named
without having taken out and had granted to him, her or them, a license

in that behalf, under a penalty n>t exceedling the sum of One Hundred Doll-
ars ($100) for every such offence together with the amount which he should
have reilc¢ for such license, which sald amount and penalty shall be for the
purpose of recovery ve held to be one penalty. The Licenses to te grant-
ed as aforesald may t- 1in the form in Schecils B to thils By-Law, and the
same are to be granted so as to terminate on the 30th day of June, and

the 318t day of December.

6. Every person selling goods, merchandlise, or merchantable commodltles
by public auction shall on or vefore the tenth day of each month meke a
return to the Collector of the Municipallty of Maple Ridge of the amount
of money of equivalent of money recelved by him during the past month,
ending on the last day of every month, in respect of zood, merchendlse or
merchantable commoditles sold by hlim by auction and such return shall be
in the form marked D in the Schedul¢ to thils Ey-Law, and every person sel
ing by auctlon as aforesald shall pay to the Municipallty of Maple Rildge
in adaltlon to ay llcense as speclified 1n Schedle A an amount equivalent
to one and one half per cent upon the amount 82 recelved as aforesaild,
and any person selllng by auctlon as aforesald shall neglect to make suctr
retwns as aforesald, he shall be llable to a penalty not exceedlng the
sum of $100 (One Hundred Dollars), and 1f any person selling by auction
as aforesald shall make any false or fraudulent return of any matter con-
talned in any such return asaforesald, such person shall upon a summary
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Conviction therefore vo llable to a fine not exceeding $100 (One Hundred
Dollars) or to imprisonment for any term not exceeding one year.

7. Whenever any pecuniary penalty 1s imposed for any offence the same
may, unless otherwise provided, be recovered by way of Summary proceed-
ings vwefore any single Justlice of the Peace having Jurisdiction within
the Municipallty of Maple Ridge, and every such penalty with the Costs
of Conviction be levied by dlstress and sale of the goods and chattels
of the offender, and 1n case such goods and chattels shall prove insuff-
icient to satlisfy such penalty and costs then by ilmprisonrent of such
person so offending for any term not exceeding 6 (six) calendar months.

2. In the construction of thls By-law 1in describlng or referring to amny
person or party,matter or thing, any word importing the Mascullne gender
or singular number shall be understood to Include and shall be applicable
to several persons and partles as well as one person or party, and females
as well as males, and bodles corporate as w¢ll as individuals, and several
matters on things as well as one matter or thing, unless 1t ve otherwise
provided, or there will be something in the subject or contest repugnent
to such construction.

9. For the purposes of this By-Law the term Wholesale trader, shall be
held to mean every proprietor of an Express 0ffice, Gas Comparny,Every In-
vestment and Loon Soclety, Coal Merchant, Lumber Dealer, Fur Trader, Foun-
dry, Warehouseman, and every person who sells articles in bulk or unbroken
packages.

10. For the purposes of thls By-law a retall trader shall be held to
mean every rerson carrying on any business or calling not otherwise spec-
1ally mentioned within the Municipalilty.

TWhereas it 1s expedient and necessary Br the lnterests . of the Corpor-
atlion of Maple Rldge that "Rules of Order" should be framed regulating the
meetings and general conduct of the Munlcpal Councill

Thercefore the Municipal Council of the Corporation of Maple Ridge en-
acts as follows :-

1. That all meetings, other than Speclal or adjourned shall be held in
the Meple Rlde¢ Public School house on the first Baturday of each and ev-
ery month, at onc otclock p.m., unless otherwlse ordered by the Councll,

2, All questions of adjournment and others, may, save where otherwise
exrressed, »2 done and declded by the majorlty of the members who shall
be present. The whole nunter of members at such meetings shall not be
less than three.

3. The dutles and privileges of the Warden or presiding Officer shall
be :- '

To opemr the ncetlng at the stated time by taking ths Chair and call-
ing the members to order. He shall preserve order and endeavour to con-
duct all business, before the Councll, to a speedy and »roper result; and,
in the avbsence of the Warden, such Councillor as the members of the Munl-
cipal Council then assembled shall choose, to be the Chalrmen of that Meet
ing, shall have a castlng vote 1n all cases of equallty of votes, but not
otherwise; e1.a nhave and exercise all the powers of the Warden, as though
he (The Warden) was present at such meeting. Fe ohall state every ques-
tion properly presented to the Councll, and before putting it to a vote,
shall ask, "Is the Councll ready for the question?" Should no member of-
fer to speak, he shall put 1t, after which no member shall be permitted tc
speak upon 1t. It shall be the duty ¢’ the Presiding Officer and the
privilege of any member of the Council, to call any member to order, who
violates an establlshed "Rule of Order".

4, That the Clerk shall publicly exhib%t all notices of Business for
such period of time as may elapse betweei™Heeting of the Council.

5. That at all meetings of the Council, the Clerk, shall read, first,
the minutes of the previous Councll Meeting, the sald mlinutes, to be app-
roved or amended end adopted. He shall then read any communicaticns
which have been recelved since the last meeting, relating to the busilness
of the Councill. Trhat after the minutes of the previous meeting and com-
munlcatlions have been read, the business of which due notice has been giv-
en, shall be taken up; after which, "Reports of Committees" shall be tak-
en up in the order in whilch they have been recelved.

7. That no motinn or amendment be entertalned by the Councll, but such
es rer teen moved and seconded, and dellvered to the Clerk 1in writing, and
signed by the mover. That no motion so recelrad be withdrawn except by
consent of the Council,
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3. That no Member of the Councll shall speak more than once to the same
question, except 1n explanation, or the mover of a motlcn in reply, which
reply shall conclude the discusqion.

9. That an amendment being moved, no Member of the council who has Spok -
en to the original motion can speak agaln until the amendment has been put
and become the amended amotion before the Council. No:Member shall move

more than one amendment to the same motion,

10. Thet the Councll may by vote resolve 1ltself into a Committee of the
Whole, and, while in Committee, there shall be no restrictlons as to the
number of times a member of the Councll may speak to the question.

11, The business under any notice upon file shall not be taken upin the
b sence of any member 1ln whose name 1t stands unless he has glven author-
ity 1n writlng thet 1t should be taken up by some other Member ¢l the
Council.

12, That the Mbmbers of the Councll shall stand when speaking, smd shall
speak of each other in the Council, durirg ths transaction of business,
by the title of *Councillor®.

13, That no Member of the Council shall use any 1improper or personal
language towards any other Member, or reflect upon any of the prlor deter-
minations of the Council.

When two or mcrc Members rise to speek at the gmn2 time, the Chalrman
shall declide who 1s entitled to the floor.

14, The Council may out of thelr own body, from time to tlme, appo int
such: and sc¢ many Committees as they may think fit for any purpose which iIn
the discretion of the Municlpal Councill would be better regulated by means
of such Committees.

The Warden shall be ex-officlio a member of all Committees.
15. All Reports of Oommittees ~nall be madein writing.

16. A motion to adjourn shall be always 1in order, except when a member
1s 1n possession of the flocr, or when a vote 1s belng taken.

17. That no rule of order or By-Law shall be altered or amended, until
notice has veen glven in writing at least one mceting previous, and no
alteration or amendment shall be acted upon unless affirmed by a vote of
the Council,

18. That nc Membsr of the Council when not convened at an gppointed meet-
ing of the Council, shall in any wise speak slanderously or evil of any
Member of the Councill, or of any cf 1lts Officers, or incautiously or im-
prudently of any of 1ts concermns.

This By-Law may be clted for all purposes as "The By-Law for r egulat
ing the meetings and general conduct of the business of the Municipal
Council of the Townshlp of Maple Rlidge.

and chattels of the person or persons offending.
